We 

must make our homes centers of compassion and 

forgive endlessly, and so bring peace. 
 

You are to be a family, to be that presence of Christ 

to each other. God has sent the family to be His Love. 

Love each other tenderly as Jesus loves each one of 

you. 
 

Jesus is always there…to love…to share…to be the 

joy of our life. Jesus’ love for us is unconditional,

Just allow people to see Jesus in you… to see how you pray, to see how you lead a pure life, to see how you deal 

with your family, to see how much peace is in your family. 

 

Thoughtfulness is the beginning of great sanctity. If you learn this art of being thoughtful, you will become more 

and more Christ-like, for His heart was meek and He always thought of the needs of other. If we also have that kind 

of thoughtfulness for each other, our homes would really become the abode of God most high. 

 

Do you know the poor of your own home first? Maybe in your home there is somebody who is feeling lonely, very 

unwanted, very handicapped. Maybe your husband, your wife, or your child is lonely. Do you know that? 

 

Today we have no time even to look at each other, to talk to each other, to enjoy each other… And so less and less 

we are in touch with each other. The world is lost for want of sweetness and kindness. People are starving for love 

because everybody is in such a great rush. 

 

Be happy…and make it a special point to become God’s sign of happiness. Joy shows from the eyes; it appears 

when one speaks and walks. It cannot be kept closed inside us. When people find in your eyes that habitual 

happiness, they will understand that they are the beloved children of God. Joy is very infectious. We shall never 

know all the good that a simple smile can do. Be faithful in little things. Smile at one another. We must live 

beautifully. 

 

If we bring prayer into the family, the family will stay together. They will love one another. Just get together for 

five minutes. That is where your strength will come from. The time we spend in having our daily audience with 

God is the most precious part of the whole day. I want you all to fill your hearts with great love. 

 

Make your house – your family – another Nazareth where love, peace, joy and unity reign, for love begins at home.
